“Make Your Career Decision Now”’

Economics for Success digital program allows intermediate school students to explore
personal finance, education and career options based on their skills, interests,
and values. It also demonstrates the economic benefits of staying in school.

Following participation in the programme, students will be able to:

* Continue to explore their skills, interests, and values, and the world of work to make
informed education, career, and life decisions.

* Apply their knowledge of personal finance to comprehend needs versus wants that
will result in sound money management regardless of income.

Session Titles and Summaries

Session One: Mirror, Mirror

Students will understand the concept of self-knowledge. Moreover, they will
explore their skills, interest, values and how the different jobs divided into a career
clusters.

Session Two: Be a Success
Students play the “Be a Success” game, in which the connection between personal
finance, education, and career options is demonstrated.

Session Three: Keeping Your Balance

Students will choose one occupation Card and observe how different jobs provide
different monthly salaries. Based on these monthly salaries, students evaluate the
opportunity cost when making budget decisions.

Session Four: Savvy Shopper
Students examine how consumers pay for goods and services. They discuss the
advantages and disadvantages of using debit and credit cards.

Session Five: keeping Score
Students examine how a credit score is determined and learn about the actions thats
affects the Credit Score.

Session Six: What’s The Risk?
Students learn that life involves risk and that insurance and personal responsibility help
to reduce the financial consequences of loss or injury.
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
