Each of the 12
meetings will last approximately 90 minutes,
and will usually be held in the same venue as
informed by the Program Manager or School
Coordinator. Given the fast pace of the
Company Program, students must ensure
that they attend all 12 meetings and that
their attendance is engaged and active.
Attendance at each meeting will be
registered in the minutes of the meeting.
